
Blind Runner At Esplanade The Studios Puts A Surveillance Drama On Stage

Description

Blind Runner is coming to Esplanade Theatre Studio from 31 July to 2 August 2026, adding a compact
political drama to The Studios calendar. The listing shows a one-hour duration and tickets from S$34.

This is a useful pick for readers following Singapore theatre and performance because the run is short,
the venue is intimate and the story has a sharper premise than a broad family musical.

Dates And Times

The listed performances are Friday, 31 July at 8pm; Saturday, 1 August at 8pm; and Sunday, 2 August
at 3pm. The venue is Esplanade Theatre Studio, which usually means a more concentrated audience
experience than the larger theatre or concert hall.

Story Premise

The plot follows a husband visiting his imprisoned wife while surveillance strains how they
communicate. A second thread involves helping a blind runner attempting a Channel Tunnel crossing.
The result is a work that blends private loyalty, political pressure and the limits of spoken trust.

Tickets are listed from S$34.
Runtime is listed as one hour.
Choose the Sunday 3pm show if you prefer a matinee without late-night transport pressure.
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Use City Hall, Esplanade or Promenade MRT depending on your dinner plan before the show.

Why The Theatre Studio Setting Matters

Esplanade Theatre Studio is built for closer performance encounters, which suits a tense surveillance
drama better than a cavernous room would. Small shifts in voice, pauses and body language tend to
land more strongly in that setting. The one-hour runtime also makes Blind Runner approachable for
viewers who want serious theatre without a long interval-heavy evening. If you are introducing someone
to The Studios, this is a manageable entry point: clear dates, a compact duration and a premise that
can be understood before stepping into the room.

The ticket-from price also makes it easier to try a serious theatre work without paying the higher prices
often attached to imported musicals or arena concerts.

It is a focused, low-risk theatre pick.
