
China Tops Singaporeansâ?? North Asian Travel List for June Holidays for

Rising Stars: Xinjiang, Harbin and Kunming
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Beyond the well-trodden tourist trail, several Chinese destinations are seeing remarkable surges in
interest. Urumqi in Xinjiang has recorded a 40% year-on-year growth in bookings, driven by
travellers drawn to its dramatic landscapes, vast grasslands, and distinct cultural heritage. Harbin
follows with a 16% YoY increase, buoyed by its reputation as a winter wonderland â?? though
increasingly popular in warmer months too. Kunming has also broken into the top three family
destinations, prized for its mild climate and easy access to nature.
