Crimson Restaurant at a glance

Where: Inside Bird Paradise, Mandai Wildlife Reserve.
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Cuisine: Western-Asian fusion menu with kid-friendly options.
Vibe: Casual sit-down with a wide-angle view of the flamingo and ibis habitat.
Best for: Family lunch or early dinner, an air-conditioned mid-day break.
Booking: Walk-ins are common but reservations recommended on weekends.

What to order

Crimson-inspired mains â?? the menu leans into red-pigmented ingredients (think beetroot, red
rice, salmon).
Kidâ??s set â?? kid-portioned options for younger family members.
Vegetarian picks â?? usually one or two solid plant-forward plates.
Desserts â?? Singapore-spec desserts plus a coffee-and-cake combo.

What makes the view work

Crimsonâ??s name comes from the red-pink colour of the flamingo and scarlet ibis habitats. The
viewing wall puts you within metres of the birds without disturbing them. Sunset is the prettiest hour but
lunch service is also strong.

Plan your Mandai-and-Crimson day

Arrive by 10am â?? start with Bird Paradiseâ??s morning shows while the birds are most active.
Crimson at 12.30pm-1.30pm â?? beat the lunch rush; flamingo light is best around noon.
Pair with â?? Rainforest Wild Adventure or River Wonders in the afternoon.
Transport: Mandai shuttle from Khatib MRT, or drive in via Mandai Lake Road.
Stroller-friendly: Yes; ramps and lifts throughout the venue.

Bookmark Crimson for your next Mandai outing â?? it is the rare attraction restaurant that earns its
place on its own merits, not just because youâ??re already inside.
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
